“And so the kingdom of heaven may be compared to a king
who decided to settle his accounts with his servants. When the
reckoning began, they brought him a man who owed ten thousand
talents; but he had no means of paying, so his master gave orders
that he should be sold, together with his wife and children and
all his possessions, to meet the debt.

And in his anger the master handed
him over to the torturers till he should pay all his debt. And that is
how my heavenly Father will deal with you unless you each forgive
your brother from your heart.”
